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Brief Introduce of APQN 

    The Asia-Pacific Quality Network (APQN) is a non-

profit, non-government network òto enhance the quality 
of higher education in Asia and the Pacific region that 

contains over half the worldõs population, through 
strengthening the work of the QAAs and extending the 

cooperation between themó for its ultimate goal of 
òDissolving Boundaries for a Quality Regionó according to 

its Constitution. 

    APQN was founded in Hong Kong in China in January 

2003, incorporated as a non-profit association in the state 
of Victoria in Australia in December 2004. Its Secretariat 

was hosted by Australian Universities Quality Agency 
(AUQA) from 2003 to February 2009. In March 2009, the 

administration moved to the Shanghai Education 
Evaluation Institute (SEEI) in China, and it is registered as 

a non-profit organization in June 2011 in Shanghai, China.  

    The Asia-Pacific Region covered by APQN includes all 
Pacific island nations and territories, New Zealand, 

Australia, Papua New Guinea; all island and mainland 
nations and territories of Asia, including Russia, 

Afghanistan and Iran, but excluding the other central 
Asian òstansó, and excluding the Gulf states (which are 

covered by another network).  

    Since APQNõs inception in 2003, APQN has been 

continuously fighting to òenhance the quality of higher 
educationó for the ultimate goal of òDissolving Boundaries 

for a Quality Regionó. After a 13-year development, APQN 
with 174 members in 2016 has become the largest and the 

most influential non-governmental international 
organization in the Asia-Pacific Region.

the General Council or the Board.

    As of 1 September 2016, APQN has 174 members from 
39 countries in the region. Of these 36 are full members, 

21 intermediate members, 98 institutional members and 
11 associate members.  APQN also has 8 observers from 

outside the region. 

    Certain criteria need to be met at each level of 

membership. Membership fees vary depending on the 
level of membership, as well as a set initial joining fee. 

APQN also accepts observers from other regions.

Å Have Access to the electrical periodical of the academic 
journal òHigher Education Evaluation and Development 

(HEED)ó; and 
Å Have the right to apply for a review against the APQN 

Guidance of Asia-Pacific Quality Register (APQR) and 
Quality Label.
