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Standard1   Mission of University

1-1   The Mission of the content must suited the mission of University generally requested by School Education Law.

1-2   The Mission of the university is recognized by those who consist of the university and are published to the general public.


Standard 2   Organization for Education and Research (Work Structure)

2-1   The composition of a basic organization necessary for the education and research of the university has been appropriate to the purpose of the university.

2-2   A management system of the university which is necessary to the educational activities has been established and operated properly.

Standard 3   Faculty Members and Educational Assistants

3-1   Faculty members who are necessary to execute a curriculum are posted appropriately.
3-2   The standard for promotion of a faculty member is provided appropriately and operated correctly.
3-3   Research that is basic to achieve the purpose of education is accomplished.
3-4   Educational assistants and teaching assistants who are necessary to execute a curriculum are placed and used appropriately.


Standard 4   Students Admission

4-1   The admission policy in which required student qualification and basic policy of admission procedure are clearly provided according to the purpose of education, and the admission policy are published and disseminated.
4-2   The student is accepted appropriately according to the admission policy.
4-3   A real enrollment is appropriate to the entrance capacity.

Standard 5   Curriculum and Method for Education 

(Undergraduate Degree Programs)

5-1   The school curriculum is systematically formed in light of the educational purposes and appropriate in terms of the programs, level and the type of degree to be granted.

5-2   Classes and teaching method which are appropriate for implementing the school curriculum are established.

5-3   Grade calculation, unit accreditation and graduation approval are appropriate and effective.

(Postgraduate Degree Programs)

5-4   The school curriculum is systematically formed in light of the educational purposes and appropriate in terms of the programs, level and the type of degree to be granted.

5-5   Classes and teaching method which are appropriate for implementing the school curriculum are established.

5-6   Research guidance is appropriately provided in light of the purposes of postgraduate education.

5-7   Grade calculation, unit accreditation and approval of completion are appropriate and effective.

(Professional Degree Programs)

5-8   The school curriculum is systematically formed in light of the educational purposes and appropriate in terms of the programs, level and the type of degree to be granted.

5-9   The school curriculum meets the expectations in the field of profession.

5-10   Classes and teaching method which are appropriate for implementing the school curriculum are established.

Standard 6   Achievement of Education
6-1   The achievement and effect of the education are found according to the academic ability, quality and capacity to be acquired by each student and the ideal human resources to be built under the educational purposes.


Standard 7   Student Services
7-1   Course guidance is appropriately provided to promote learning process. Learning assistance including student counseling/ advice system is appropriately provided.

7-2   Environments to promote independent study have been established and operated. Appropriate support is given to student activities.

7-3   Counseling, advising and supporting services in relation to the student life, job hunting and financial assistance are appropriately provided.


Standard 8   Facilities and  Equipment
8-1   Facilities and equipment to accommodate educational and research organizations as well as school curriculum established by the university are maintained and effectively used.

8-2   Books, academic journals, audio-visual materials and other materials necessary to the educational and research activities are systematically maintained in accordance with the educational and research organizations as well as school curriculum established by the university.


Standard 9   System for Improving Quality of Education

9-1   The university regularly undertakes review and evaluation of the achievement of education.  The results of review and evaluation are used for systematic improvement of quality of education, as such that the university has established a system to respond to the results, to function its implementation, and to enhance its operation, for the successful accomplishment of the mission of the university. 

9-2   The university develops and implements adequate and effective programs for teaching faculty, educational instructors, graduate teaching assistants, to support improvement of quality of education


Standard 10   Finance

10-1   For the successful accomplishment of its mission, the university maintains the firm financial resources now and in the foreseeable future to sustain appropriate and stable achievement of education and research.

10-2   The university develops and implements the revenue and expenditure planning, that is established as the budget and financial foundation to support the comprehensive activities of the university to accomplish its mission successfully

10-3   The budget and financial practices of the university are appropriately examined and audited.


Standard 11   Management

11-1  The university has developed and functioned its management system and administration structure that facilitates the successful accomplishment of its mission. 

11-2 The governing policy of management and administration is clearly described and stipulated in its regulations that clarify the authority, responsibilities and roles of the constituent members, and that display the actual working order of the university. 

11-3 For the successful accomplishment of its mission, the university self-evaluates and self-monitors the comprehensive university activities, and discloses its results to the public.


Optional Standard A   Research Achievement

A-1   The university establishes and develops its effective system to undertake research, and the system functions to support and advance research commitment in line with the mission of the university. 

A-2   The university facilitates and activates research, and attains the excellent research achievements fundamental to the accomplishments of the mission of the university.


Optional Standard B   Public Services of Education
B-1   The university provides systematic and continuous educational services successfully and adequately to the public in need of diversity and progresses of the society for a complex field of study and professional areas in addition to regular course student services in line with the mission of the university.
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
