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REPORT OF RESULTS AND PLANS OF CONDUCTING ASSESSMENT AND ACCREDITATION IN VIETNAM
1. Promulgation of accrediting legal documents
In 2007 and early 2008, General Department of Education Testing and Accreditation (GDETA) promulgated seven legal documents of accreditation. This have almost completed the accrediting legal document system of universities, colleges, professional secondary schools, and continue to develop those relating to schools and kindergartens. Specifically:
1. Regulation of standards to accredit universities (Decision 65/2007/QD-BGDDT, 01/11/2007).

2. Regulation of standards to accredit colleges (Decision 66/2007/QD-BGDDT, 01/11/2007).

3. Regulation of standards to accredit professional secondary schools (Decision 67/2007/QD-BGDDT, 01/11/2007).

4. Regulation of standards to accredit primary school teacher training program (Decision 76/2007/QD-BGDDT, 14/12/2007).

5. Regulation of circle and period of accrediting universities, colleges and professional secondary school (Decision 76/2007/QD-BGDDT, 14/12/2007).

6. Regulation of standards to accredit upper secondary school teacher training program (Decision 03/2008/QD-BGDDT, 04/02/2008).

7. Regulation of standards to accredit primary schools (Decision 04/2008/QD-BGDDT, 04/02/2008).

2. Results of accreditation
2.1. Universities

40 universities have completed their self-evaluation reports, 20 of which was externally reviewed and other 20 of which will be externally reviewed in 2008.
71 other universities (including member colleges) are carrying out self evaluation, and will complete their self-evaluation reports in 2008 and 2009. Until late 2008, 70% of all universities in Vietnam will complete their self-evaluation reports.
420 university staff have been trained about internal assessment; 156 staff have been trained about external review.

2.2. Colleges

62 teacher training colleges are conducting internal assessment, 10 of which carried out primary teacher training program and have completed self-evaluation reports. Until late 2008, 30% of all colleges in Vietnam will complete their self-evaluation reports.

400 staff of colleges and provincial department of education and training have been trained about internal assessment; 100 teacher training college staff have been trained about external review. 

2.3. Professional secondary schools

35 professional secondary schools are conducting internal assessment and they will complete the self-evaluation reports in 2008.

200 staff of professional secondary schools have been trained about internal assessment.
2.4. Schools

10 upper secondary schools of 4 provincial department of education and training: Hanoi, Ho Chi Minh City, Da Nang, Dak Lak pilot conducted the criteria of upper secondary school quality management.

79 other upper secondary schools of 25 provincial department of education and training are conducting the quality management programme.

240 staff of 79 upper secondary schools, 75 staff of 25 provincial departments of education and training have been trained to do the quality management programme.

3. Plans in detail for accreditation in Vietnam in 2008

3.1. Universities

Internal assessment: In April 2008, MOET (GDETA) have official dispatch ordering universities to carry out internal assessment. In May 2008, continue to train internal assessment for 50 rest universities. In 2008 at least 50 universities complete self-evaluation reports, 20 of which complete by August 31, 2008.
External review: From April to October 2008 conduct external review for 20 universities that completed self-evaluation reports in 2007.

3.2. Colleges

Internal assessment: In April 2008, MOET (GDETA) have official dispatch ordering colleges 62 teacher training colleges to carry out internal assessment. From August to December 2008, continue to train internal assessment for 120 rest colleges. In 2008 at least 50 colleges complete self-evaluation reports, 10 of which complete by June 30, 2008.
External review: From July to December 2008 carry out external review for 10 teacher training colleges.

3.3. Professional secondary schools

Internal assessment: In May 2008, do training for the rest of professional secondary schools and also have official dispatch ordering them to carry out internal assessment. In 2008 at least 30 professional secondary schools complete self-evaluation reports, 8 of which complete by April 30,2008.
External review: From June to November 2008 carry out external review for 5 professional secondary schools.

3.4. Schools
In May 2008 MOET (GDETA) have official dispatch ordering 25 provincial departments of education and training and 79 upper secondary schools to carry out the criteria of upper secondary school quality management.

4. Long term plans for accreditation in Vietnam

From 2009, all the universities, colleges, professional secondary schools carry out internal assessment and complete self-evaluation reports yearly.
From 2010, all the schools carry out internal assessment and complete self-evaluation reports yearly.

From 2015, all kindergartens carry out internal assessment and complete self-evaluation reports yearly.

Until 2010 accrediting (including internal assessment and external review) at least 80% of universities, 50% of colleges and 30% of professional secondary schools.

Until 2015 accrediting at least 15% of kindergartens, 25% of primary schools, 50% of secondary schools, 50% of professional secondary schools and 90% of universities, colleges.

Until 2020 accrediting and reaccrediting at least 70% of kindergartens and 90% of schools, professional secondary school, colleges and universities.

5. Suggested solutions to push up the progress and open the dimension of accreditation in Vietnam
Writing the instructions (signed in May 2008 by Minister of Education and Training) to order all the universities, colleges and professional secondary schools to carry out internal assessment yearly.

Priority from the budget of GDETA (MOET support) in 2008 to do training about internal assessment for staff of universities, colleges, professional secondary schools, provincial departments of education and training, and other ministries.

Using the budget of some projects and from the government to conduct external review for universities, colleges and professional secondary schools.
Pushing up the tasks to promulgate the Regulation of Independent Accreditation Agencies in Vietnam.
Establishing the Vietnamese Universities Quality Agency (VUQA) in 2009 following the plan of Higher Education Project 2. 
Pushing up the assessment and accreditation of schools: GDETA cooperating with Department of Secondary Education (of MOET) to support more upper secondary schools to carry out the criteria of upper secondary school quality management; cooperating with Department of Primary Education (of MOET) and other projects to carry out assessment and recognise the primary school getting the minimum quality level; cooperating with other education levels and projects to carry out the periodical assessment activities for schools nation while and region while.
GDETA cooperating with Department of Higher Education, Department of Professional Secondary Education (of MOET) and other projects order the universities, colleges, professional secondary schools to do course evaluation, lecturer evaluation from students, graduates, alumni; collect the feedback from industry about the teaching and training quality of institution.
GDETA cooperating with Department of Higher Education assess and recognise the MA, MS or PhD training programmes that meet the education quality standards.
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
