Subject: With respect to the approval of the establishment and academic programmes of University of Liberal Arts Bangladesh (Proposed).

This is to inform you regarding the aforementioned issue that as per the private university act 1992 and the amendment over the act in 1998, the Government has agreed to permit the establishment and programmes of the university of Liberal Arts Bangladesh on a temporary basis under these following conditions for a period of 5 years from the day of the declaration of the order. 
The Conditions are:
1. The proposed university has to abide by the rules and regulations mentioned in the Private university act in 1992 and its amended act in 1998.
2. It must properly follow the conditions laid down on the memo dated 22-8-2001 by the Ministry of Education.

3. From the date of the declaration of the order the university must be established/shifted permanently in an area of 5 acres with all necessary infrastructural arrangements.

4. An amount of 5,0000000 taka in the reserve fund of the university must be deposited as security amount to the bank and the authority is not allowed to withdraw any fund from that security amount without the prior permission of the Government.
5. Prior to the commencement of the academic curriculum the university has to appoint three full-time faculty members including a Professor for every Department on the basis of the  directives regarding the qualification and experience  laid down by the Commission.

6. The university is not allowed to launch a new Department or course without the approval of the UGC or the Government. Students can be given admission in any respective course only when the syllabus prepared for the course is approved by the commission.  
7. The University is not allowed to shift its academic establishment or expand its physical infrastructure at any place other than the prescribed space fixed for it without the permission of the UGC and the Government.

8. With respect to the appointment of a part-time faculty member, a no-objection-certificate from his regular working station has to be received with proper verification and submitted to the commission.

9. In matters of giving appointment to any foreign national at the University, it must maintain the respective regulations strictly set by the government. 

10. In matters of launching and conducting any course related to medical science in the university, it must seek the prior necessary permission from the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare and the Dental council of the Government, thereby submit a copy of approval to the Ministry of Education and the UGC.
11. Regarding land area, if the promises are not found properly maintained, the temporary approval will be dismissed.

12. The authority of the University of Liberal Arts is obliged to inform the students and the guardians of the terms and conditions mentioned above.

13. The University of Liberal Arts authority must get the issues mentioned above notarized upon a stamp paper worth 150/= in the form of a statement of oath and submit a copy of it to the Government.

2. On submission of the statement of oath, the issuance of a regular approval will be arranged.
