Qualifications Framework Development

& Quality Assurance Porcess in Hong Kong Police Force

        Hong Kong Police Force was established in 1844 and its Police College (HKPC) was then established in 2006 aiming to become a leading Centre of Excellence in police training and development in the international area. HKPC is also committed to train and develop officers into police professionals with the highest ability and integrity to serve the community. 
2.       HKPC also stressed the importance of Quality Assurance Mechanism (QAM) as the cornerstone in pursuing continuous improvement in our training programmes.  As a result of the successful implementation of QAM throughout the years, as of 2018, HKPC has nine training programmes successfully accredited by the Hong Kong Council for Accreditation of Academic and Vocational Qualifications (HKCAAVQ).  With those proven records, HKPC is striving to achieve the Programme Area Accreditation (PAA) stage of Quality Assurance(QA) Process under HKCAAVQ with subsequent full autonomy to accredit and re-accredit our training programmes.
3.        In achieving the ultimate goal of obtaining the PAA status, it is vital to demonstrate our capability and commitment in operating the training programmes in full compliance with QAM.  In addition, HKPC also has to illustrate how the QAM and accreditation-related knowledge and skill-sets can be collated, retained and transferred within the organization.  In this connection, it is essential to commit the Force in some reputable QA Associations so that we can enrich our related training, extend network and partnership with other institutes with the benefits of benchmarking good practices to strengthen our Quality Assurance Framework.  
4.        The Asia-Pacific Quality Network (APQN) is a reputable non-profit, non-government network/organization with its mission “to enhance the quality of higher education in Asia and the Pacific region through strengthening the work of quality assurance agencies (QAAs) and extending the cooperation between them”. At the end of 2017, APQN already had 208 members from 40 different countries/territories. For the past 13 years, APQN has been committed to pursuit excellent quality of higher education and very supportive to QAAs in the region. In addition, seven percent of its members are “Associate Members” and they are increasing. Today APQN is the largest and most influential international organization in the field of higher education quality assurance in Asia-Pacific Region.  In Hong Kong, HKCAAVQ, UGC and VTC are its members. 
5.        According to the constitutions of APQN, our nature of business and current capacity, it will be most appropriate for Hong Kong Police Force to apply for the “Associated Membership” in order to ensure the long-term development of Quality Assurance for Police Training.  
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
